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The majority of British clarinet and piano 

repertory is seldom heard in the United 

States and is largely unknown to US 

audiences, even as it is celebrated in Britain 

and Europe. This CD of British clarinet 

and piano music will be distributed widely 

and promoted through live performances 

at venues throughout the US.
